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1. The HiRISE Team is to be commended for making these costly and
difficult data products available to the scientific community. The
DTMs will certainly be scientifically useful and will be an important
legacy of the Mars Reconnaissance Orbiter Mission.

2. It is outstanding that the orthoimages are included in the release
along with the DTMs. These will permit overlays and allow 3D
renditions that will enable co-analyses of detailed morphology
together with  topography. This will greatly increase the value of the
science.

3. All of the sample products could be read with standard tools that
we normally use with JPEG2000 images and PDS IMG images. Geometric
information was successfully passed from the IMG to ISIS 3.

4. The attached and detached labels appear adequate to describe the
data products, their map projections, the source images, and the
conversion from DN to absolute elevation.

5. It would be very helpful to include a cookbook for importing these
data into GIS packages! It isn't stated in the SIS whether GeoTIFF
information is incorporated in the DTM labels. Many potential users
could be put off by the belief that the data cannot be used in a GIS
environment, or the perceived difficulty in doing so.

6. I would like to have jpg browse images. (Although I realize that in
a few years, everyone will easily be able to cope with jpeg2000 and
this request will be laughable...)

7. (In the wish list category...) It would be wonderful if Socet Set
output an error image or uncertainty image that could be included with
the DTMs, so that we might know where to trust the results and
where/when to be skeptical.

8. The adopted naming convention gives few clues to the location of
the data products on the surface of Mars. Some sort of an index file
of map would be helpful for users looking for DTMs of a specific
feature or region.

9. The SIS has a few minor problems: page numbers are truncated in the
Word file on both Mac and Windows, and some whimsical characters have
crept into section 5.7.1 when viewed in Windows (see attached).
